Awards of Distinction

LAKE SIMCOE PROTECTION

In late March, the provincial government announced new steps to develop a Lake Simcoe protection strategy. The
Ministry of the Environment has assembled a science advisory committee that will recommend measures to ensure
environmental sustainability. A Lake Simcoe Stakeholder Advisory Committee (LSSAC) has also been
established, which will include representation by agriculture, tourism, fisheries-related businesses, as well as
environmentalists. OHBA Second Vice President James Bazely has been appointed to the LSSAC.

In the interim, the government has imposed an annual phosphorous loading limit on each of the 14 municipal
sewage treatment plants and the one industrial plant in the Lake Simcoe watershed.

PLACES TO GRO

The Ministry of Public Infrastructure Renewal has released the Final Built Boundary for the Growth Plan for the
Greater Golden Horseshoe (GGH), 2006 on April 2. The document sets targets and guidelines for new
development in the GGH area. A minimum 40% intensification target of new growth will occur inside the built
boundary by 2015. Municipalities across the province are currently required to update their Official Plans to bring
them into conformity with the Growth Plan by June 2009.

The province has also released a technical paper on the proposed size and location of Urban Growth
Centres (UGCs) in the Greater Golden Horseshoe. As key areas for intensification, UGCs will meet or exceed
provincial intensification targets and transit supportive densities. Once the provincial mapping exercise is
complete, municipalities will delineate the exact UGC boundaries in their Official Plans.

RESIDENTIAL FIRE SPRINKLERS / ON SITE SEWAGE SYSTEM CHANGES

The proposed changes to the Building Code would require the mandatory sprinklers of new, multiple-unit
residential buildings greater than three stories in height. The province hosted six consultations throughout the
province in March and April.

OHBA had representation (either from staff or members) at all of the consultations and also submitted a formal
written response to the Ministry. This month we are expecting the Ministry to form a technical group to examine
the responses submitted over the past month.

GROWING THE GREENBELT]

A series of consultation workshops in April provided an opportunity for municipalities, stakeholders and the public
to discuss and provide feedback on the draft criteria. OHBA submitted recommendations to the government and a
final decision on the draft criteria is expected from the Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing in the coming
months.

Despite these
challenges, almost 50 percent of Ontario renovators expect further increases in renovation activity over the next 12
months.

HEALTH AND SAFETY - WSIB UPDATE

As of March 10, 2008 if a company is responsible for a workplace fatality or serious injury, it will not be eligible
for a rebate from WSIB that year. Prior to this, companies through WSIB Safety Group could still claim rebates
even if a worker was killed on the job.
